Brian Frisselle Races at Mid-Ohio Sports Car Course
Lexington, OH (June 25-26, 2004) Brian Frisselle, driver for G&W Motorsports, competed in Round Two of the 2004 Pro Formula Mazda Series this weekend at Mid-Ohio Sports Car Course. Frisselle had a rough start, missing practice sessions 1 and 2 while his team worked hard to install their awaited engine. When Frisselle finally got behind the wheel of the #15 Ventura Travel Services machine for the final practice session, he posted the ninth fastest lap in a field of 42 drivers.
“It was definitely frustrating missing the first two practices,” Frisselle stated, “but I felt pretty good out there today and I am confident that we will have a strong performance in qualifying tomorrow.”

The young talent from Hawaii approached Saturday’s qualifying session with a high tire pressure strategy to post an early fast lap. When the track took longer than the team expected to get up to speed, Frisselle brought the #15 machine in for a tire pressure change. Afterwards, Frisselle was immediately fast, and on his final flying lap his coach clocked him at an impressive 1:19.3, which would have placed the young driver in P2. However, due to a red flag on this same lap, the time did not count and Frisselle qualified in a disappointing P10. 

“I am definitely disappointed with the qualifying results.” Frisselle commented. “Our strategy did not go as planned, and then there was a red flag on my fastest flying lap. I know that I had the speed to claim a top three position on the grid, so it hurts to be starting in P10. But, as they say, that’s racing!”
Young Frisselle had a strong start in Saturday’s race, maintaining his position in the highly competitive field. Frisselle worked hard overcome the P9 car, but his struggles with the exits of the keyhole and carousel prevented him from making a move. When the car in P9 was held up in lap traffic, Frisselle had the misfortune of getting into the car’s rear and bending the front wing of the #15 machine. With a damaged wing, the G&W Motorsports prepared car experienced a loss of front grip and Frisselle fell back, finishing in P12.

“This just simply was not our weekend,” said Frisselle. “After missing the first two practices we made quick progress with the car and I know that we had the ability to achieve great results here. I am looking at the weekend as a learning experience that I will build upon as we move onto the next race where I feel confident that we will be strong.”
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
