Frisselle Brothers Have First Experience as Teammates as Synergy Racing Completes First Test of 2005 at Daytona
Daytona, FL (January 7-9, 2005)—Burt and Brian Frisselle, who will co-pilot the Rx.com No. 8 BMW Doran JE4 Daytona Prototype for Synergy Racing this year, had their first experience as teammates this past weekend. The Frisselle brothers, both of whom hail from Kihei, Hi and Miami, Fl, kicked off the 2005 season with the team’s first test at Daytona International Speedway. 

“We have been dreaming about racing together as teammates since the beginning of our careers, but we never thought such an opportunity would come along so soon,” Burt commented. “It’s really exciting to finally be here, preparing for a season with my brother.”

Younger brother Brian agreed, adding, “I think we are going to be great teammates. We work well together, push each other, and always strive for excellence. I also feel fortunate that Burt has a year of experience in Daytona Prototypes, so I know I’ll be able to learn a lot from him.”
The Frisselle brothers were joined this past weekend by British drivers Thomas Erdos and Michael Newton, both of whom will drive with Burt and Brian in the first race of the season, the Rolex 24 At Daytona on February 3-6.  
Due to delays during the month of December in the preparation of the car, Synergy Racing had only recently received the updated Doran chassis that they will be running this season. Therefore, the team used the test primarily as a shakedown to work out the kinks that come with adjusting to a new rear suspension, a new engine, and new Hoosier tires. While mechanical adjustments took away from the drivers testing time, their performance was solid nonetheless, as Burt Frisselle ran consistently in the top ten.

“The Doran definitely feels different from last year with the combination of the updated suspension and the new Hoosier tires. We have a lot of work ahead of us to refine the car in order to catch up to the teams that have been developing their chassis for the past couple of years. But I feel very optimistic about its potential,” stated Burt Frisselle, who piloted a Lexus Doran for Michael Shank Racing in 2004.

Brian Frisselle, who got behind the wheel of a Daytona Prototype for the first time this weekend, commented, “It was very exciting to finally get the chance to drive the new Doran. I was not able to get as much seat time as I had hoped, so I don’t feel completely comfortable yet, but our upcoming test in January will provide the opportunity to become better acquainted with the car.”

There is a great deal of excitement and energy among Synergy Racing as the team looks ahead to the first race and beyond. “Our goal for the 24 hour is to finish the race, learn as much as possible, and to walk away with a lot of points,” states Burt. “We need to generate positive momentum and carry that into the rest of the season.” 

Brian adds, “Both Burt and I agree that the best strategy is to be solid and steady throughout the race in order to progress as drivers, further develop the car, and finish the race.”
